One of the major lessons that emerges is
that many well-meaning believers recycle theologies and perspectives they have never paused to look at a little more
closely. Another is that in the service to building powerful platforms, they will use unethical methods to achieve their
political ends. The old “the ends justify the means” problem.

While most of us know intuitively these are patterns in history and faith, it is still sobering to see specific recent
instances documented in books. It is a reminder for us to not only reflect on the sayings we repeat (1 Thess. 5:21
“prove all things…”) but also to make sure we don’t lose our soul in the quest for ideological or theological gain (Matt
16:26). This week as we interact with each other, or lend our voices to comment threads online, let’s ensure we have
the Spirit of Christ in our hearts and words.

May Jesus richly bless you as you finish the week and enter the Sabbath.
